	Rules and Regulations for Tahitian Section



	Tahitian ‘Ote’a:
	

	1.
	Any halau, Pupu ‘Ori, dance studio or group may participate in the Tahitian Section of the Hula Competition.

	2.
	There will be a minimum of (3) dancers to a group and may be made up of all vahine, all tane, or may be mixed group.

	3.
	The dancers will wear traditional type “Ote’a costume made with natural fibers, shells, feathers or seeds, etc. All costumes must be sewn and not glued.

	4.
	There will be a 6-minutes and 12-minutes maximum time limit for the presentation.

	5.
	Timing will start as soon as the first dancer takes the stage, either to a drum beat or chanting.

	6.
	There must be an entrance and an exit routine as part of the presentation.

	7.
	Judging is based on the basic vahine and tane dance steps used in the presentation according to the theme and the music used.

	8.
	The vahine dance steps are: Ta’iri Tamau/Out’i, Fa’arapu, Afata, Varu, Tifene, Fa’ahe’e, and Te’i.

	9.
	The tane dance steps are: Pa’oti, Fa’ahe’e, Tu’e, Ou’a Ofati Patia, Fa’aori, Taparuru, Nu’u Ueue & Ui Haere.

	10.
	A maximum of 7 drummers/musicians combined is allowed and drummers should be in Pup Ori (halau) costume.

	11.
	No cracker or gas cans, bottles, plastic, etc. may be used. Only wood and other natural fibers may be used as instruments.

	12.
	All music must be live, no tapes or CD’s allowed. Drumming will be provided for all solo participants. Basic beats will be played such as: Pahae, Paea, Takoto, Tiare Taporo, Samba, Utere, Borabora, Hitoto and Mo'orea

	13.
	Fee for group ‘Ote’a is $150.00.

	14.
	Awards will be as follows: There will be Awards for 1st, 2nd and 3rd Places.

	15
	Non-compliance with the Rules & Regulations stated above will result in a 10-Point Deduction from the combined overall scores of all the judges.

	Originality (Is it outstanding in comparison next to the other groups?)

	2.
	Does it match the number being performed? (Colors, feathers, if birds, etc.)

	3.
	Beauty (Eye appeal)

	There are no extra fees for these two categories.

	5.
