	TAUPOU:
	

	A TITLE GIVEN TO THE VILLAGE MAIDEN WHO IS THE DAUGHTER OF THE VILLAGE CHIEF. THIS POSITION IS HELD ACCORDING TO SAMOAN CUSTOM BY A VIRGIN SINGLED OUT FOR HER CHARM, LOOKS, AND MANNERS.

	

	TAUALUGA:
	

	THE TAUALUGA IS A DANCE PERFORMED AT A A VA (KAVA) CEREMONY OR IT WOULD BE THE LAST DANCE PERFORMED AT THE END OF A SPECIAL OCCASION CELEBRATION. IT IS USUALLY PERFORMED BY EITHER THE TAUPOU OR THE MANAIA (SONS OF THE VILLAGE CHIEF).

LIVE MUSIC AND PERRFORMANCES SHOULD BE 3 MINS. MAX. COSTUME SHOULD BE DESCRIBED.

	

	DANCE STEPS ARE: 

1. Mo`eMo`e - Run with gracefulness

2. Vae la`ala`a - The Taupou walk in low and smaller steps that show off grace and poise (regular walk or duck walk)

3. Lalolalo - Bended knees

4. Se`ev aelua nofo - Both feet moving while in sitting position

5. Se`ev aet asi nofo - one foot moving while in sitting position

6. Se`e - gliding

7. Kaku – stump with grace

8. Lima manaia fa`asamoa - hand motions that show elegance in the Samoan way (no hula hands)

9. Gego – head movement

10. Mata ata`ata - Smiles with good stage presence

1. Ie toga or ie Samoa - fine mat

2. Siapo-tapa

3. Ofu laula`au - costume made of leaves

4. Ofu popo - costume made of coconut

5. Ofu taga - costume made of burlap

6. Ofu taga alisa - costume made of rice bag

7. Fulumoa - chicken feathers

8. Pule - cowrie shells

9. Sisi - sea shells

10. Fatu – seeds

11. Ula nifo – boar’s tusks, teeth, or of coconut or any other Samoan materials

	Body oiled with Samoan oil or any other oil

Knife or any other weapons to be used for dance.
